Meeting was called to order at 7:15.

Old Business:  The Board approved the $500 payment to Drum, Loyka for additional services beyond the scope of the board’s original approval.  These additional services including adding building restriction lines and critical area setbacks based on zoning and other criteria.  

Chris asked that the Board meet to consider selection of the landscape architect for the community recreation area.  Four landscape architect proposals were considered and evaluated based on their experience, cost, and previous work.  

Discussion focused on the contracts provided by McHale and Heike Nolker.  Proposals were evaluated based on the services each could provide, total cost for all work, and construction.  The board unanimously selected McHale’s proposal based on these factors and their ability to complete the work from proposal through construction.  In addition to these considerations, McHale would offer to refund the $3000 design fee in lieu of additional construction work of $10,000.  

The Board resolved to reconvene in January to discuss requirements for the recreation area.  These requirements are based on the comments submitted to Chris during the community meeting Chris held in Spring 2010.   These revised requirements will then be re-sent to McHale for a more focused plan for the recreation area.  Following this revised plan from McHale, a Homeowner’s meeting will be held in early spring to ensure community feedback on future improvements to the recreation area prior to any further spending or construction.  

New Business:  Liz Egan expressed concern over paper correspondence and Board Meeting Minutes being delivered to community member’s mailboxes versus posted on the website.  It was resolved that homeowners will be able to find the quarterly minutes posted on both the community website (www.watergatecommunity.org) and delivered to mailboxes.  Board members will share the task of delivery each quarter.  The Board will also research the purchase of an A-Frame sign to place at the entrance for reminders events and meetings.
